Draft Minutes of a Meeting of the Parish Council’s Planning Committee held Tuesday 23rd February 2010 at The Village Hall, Strensall at 18.30

5. Minutes of Previous Meeting

RESOLVED that the Minutes of the previous meeting be approved as a true record.

The Minutes of the previous meeting (held 09/02/10) were signed by the Chair. 

6. Matters Arising

None.

7. Planning Applications

The following planning applications had been received and were considered by Members:

a) 54a Moor Lane, Strensall YO32 5UG (Ref. 10/00058/FUL).  Installation of pitched roof dormers to front (Mr & Mrs D Holland)

RESOLVED that no objection be made.
b) 5 Parkgate, Strensall YO32 5YL (Ref. 10/00114/FUL).  Single storey pitched roof side and rear extension after demolition of outhouse (Mr & Mrs Rose)

RESOLVED that no objection be made.
c) 16 Barley Rise, Strensall YO32 5AA (Ref. 10/00117/FUL).  Alterations to existing shop front at Costcutter (Mr Anthony Downing)

RESOLVED that no objection be made.

d) The Grange, Towthorpe YO32 9SP (Ref. 10/00196/TCA).  Tree work at this property in the Towthorpe Conservation Area (Mr J Nelson)

RESOLVED that no objection be made but safeguards be sought as follows:

1) Site visit by CoYC’s Tree Officer to be made and any work carried out within CoYC guidelines

2) All work to be carried out by a qualified arboriculturist

RESOLVED that these responses be notified to City of York Council.

8. Initial Proposals for development of reserved land at The Brecks

Members had been asked to give their views on the facilities etc required in any possible development of this site, which is due for release in 2011.   The Chair reminded Members that a riverside park had been promised when a development was first proposed in 1987.

Members agreed that a proper access road to this site was a priority and that this would have its difficulties because the main boundaries are the railway line, the river and the recent housing development (The Swallows, Parkgate etc) to the North and North West of the area.   It might be possible to extend Brecks Lane to give a suitable access.  Whatever approach was taken, a Transport Impact Assessment would no doubt be required.

Requirements for public transport, shops/retail facilities, education, play areas and public open spaces should be considered, also provision of a social venue (eg a club or pub).

Environmental and wildlife issues should be taken into account alongside these.

Cllr Cuthbertson agreed to produce an initial list of ideas, along with a short paragraph

about each for a subsequent meeting.

RESOLVED that the matter be placed on the Agenda of a future Planning Committee meeting as soon as convenient.

9. Terms of Reference for Conservation Area Appraisal Working Group

It was agreed that Cllr Chambers should chair the working group.   The initial task for members of the group would be that they should review the Conservation Areas originally set up in 2001 in the light of what parts of the parish might now be included and make recommendations accordingly.

The review should identify and list any areas and buildings or groups of buildings which should be added or removed.

The review should also make any appropriate recommendations for Article 4 Declarations.

RESOLVED that the Working Group’s initial terms of reference be as agreed.
10. Enforcement Action requests at The Ship Inn and Hoxne Farm, Strensall

The Chair reported that, following a report from a resident of ground works taking place at the rear of the Ship Inn, Strensall, both Planning Enquiries and Planning Enforcement at City of York Council had been requested to investigate whether permission for the work was required (bearing in mind that the premises form part of Conservation Area 23) and, if so, whether such permission had been obtained.

The Chair also reported that Planning Enforcement and Planning Enquiries had been requested to investigate whether the advertising of caravan pitches both by signs and in the local press was in order.   This was because planning application 06/01054/FUL had been approved for 30 holiday cabins after the removal of touring caravan pitches and storage, but it appeared that both ventures were continued in operation on the same site.

The Chair also commented on a conversation with planning enquiries at City of York Council concerning the boundary arrangements at 1 Princess Road, Strensall, which would also be investigated.

RESOLVED that the enforcement action requests be noted.

11. Decision Notices and Correspondence

No decision notices had been received from City of York Council.

Notification had been received that application 09/01861/FUL for a two storey rear extension at 69 Moor Lane, Strensall had been withdrawn.

The Chair advised that City of York Council had agreed verbally to delay the response date for 10/00136/FUL for 11 Moorland Garth until after the next planning committee meeting is held on 9th March 2010 as no documents had yet been received.

It was noted that no decision had yet been received for planning application 09/00839/FUL for Sevenoaks, Ox Carr Lane, Strensall.

RESOLVED that the correspondence be noted.

Details of outstanding s106 payments were advised to members.

RESOLVED that City of York Council be requested to supply a progress report for the approved applications which had s106 open space payments attached.

The Chair advised that a "Feed back drop in session" had been arranged by City of York Council and Yorkshire Housing at Strensall Village Hall for Wednesday 24th February 2010 and Members agreed to attend.

12. Date of Next Meeting

RESOLVED that, unless any matters requiring urgent consideration arise, the next meeting of the Parish Council’s Planning Committee be held on Tuesday 9th March 2010 at The Village Hall, Strensall.
