ONGOING ISSUES

(a)
Police report - The monthly police report was discussed in some detail with the shooting of a cat, a boy being attacked outside the petrol station and the criminal damage done to the bus shelter by Knapton  Close.  Kirklands play area remains closed until the trip hazards and roundabout are installed. 
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The Clerk reported on the difficulties with the cone climber not being repaired and the problems with Jupiter Play.  Cllr Fleming asked her to send him the details and he will take up the matter with the supplier. Cllr Mrs Smith confirmed that she intended to attend the Public Meeting with the Police on 19th December

Strensall Library building is not protected and could be sold to raise badly needed funds for City Council, although the Library itself is a charity.   The Parish Council is concerned that a valuable asset may be lost at some time in the future and the Chairman was asked to research a way of protecting this as a community asset. Resolution 121217/03

Replacement planters – the Clerk showed the designs of three planters she had managed to get quotes on. Three planters would cost around £1,000 and this would take 3-4 years to replace all the planters at three each year.  A decision was deferred until after the finance and budget meeting in January.

Neighbourhood Plan –Cllr Chapman reported on the visit to Strensall Barracks with Philip Thorpe, Cllr Fisher, Keith Marquis and the Consultant for Woodhalls who would now put a report together for the Community Assessment  on the topics discussed

Website – The Councillors thought the website fresh and bright.  The Clerk confirmed that the Standing Orders, Finance Regulations and Register of Interests would be added together with the November minutes by the end of the week

Finance – a date for the finance committee to discuss and recommend budget and precept for 2018 was agreed for Wednesday 3rd January at 11am.  The agenda meeting would precede this at 10am

Working Together meeting  -the Chairman reported on the meeting and that City Council had secured £38,000,000 to upgrade the roundabouts on the B1237 ring  road commencing with the Wetherby roundabout. This will mean reduced traffic flows and long delays for some considerable time.  The other speaker was Dave Meigh who discussed double taxation and confirmed that the final decision had not been made as yet.
