ONGOING ISSUES

(a)
Police report - The monthly police report was discussed and a proposed response discussed and agreed.  The meeting with the Police at City Council offices on 19th December had highlighted the dissatisfaction of many parish councils as to the apparent lack of police presence in the villages.  The police response that no concerns were penned on the forms was countered with the outcry that the police are failing to provide “bodies” in the area unless they are hotspots and even then responses are falling short of expectations.  A further meeting at Athena House is scheduled for 22nd January and Cllr Fisher and Cllr Chambers proposed to attend.

Wreaths The Clerk asked if the Parish Council would wish to revise the removal date and leave the wreaths in place until they looked shabby.  This was discussed and agreed that they be monitored and removed when appropriate Resolution 090118/02

Planters – following the budget meeting the Finance Committee recommended the purchase of three planters per year until all were replaced. This was discussed and agreed that 6 planters be purchased in April at a maximum cost of £750 per year for 2017/18 and 2018/19.   Cllr Chapman to speak to Stoneplan to see if they could assist Resolution 090118/03

Report on meeting 19th December – this had been circulated previously and noted.

Strensall Library building – a consultation meeting has been convened for 7th February at 5.30pm in the Village Hall and Cllrs were urged to attend.
(f)
Data Protection Officer – the Clerk informed councillors that the General Data Protection Regulations come into effect in May 2018  and it is necessary to appoint a Data Protection Officer which cannot be the Clerk.  Councillor Helen Cox agreed to be the DPO for the Parish Council and this was approved Resolution 090118/04
(g)
Cemetery – The Clerk had been approached by the stonemason asked by the parents of one of the neo-natal babies buried in the childrens section to provide a headstone.  The graves are quite small and following some research the Clerk offered various examples. It was agreed that the maximum width should be 12 inches with a height of no more than 18 inches for graves of babies and children under the age of I year.  The maximum size for children over the age of one year should be increased to 2ft 6 inches high x 1ft 6 inches wide.  This decision would be incorporated with the other sizes on the Rules and Conditions although any application  for a headstone would be viewed on its merit and this would not set a precedent Resolution 090118/05

Kirklands- the Clerk confirmed that the repair work had been carried out and the roundabout installed.  The gate had been locked until she received confirmation from Cllr Fleming that he was satisfied.  The lock has now been removed and the playground open.

Traffic Regulations Order -the Chairman reported on the proposed parking restrictions on Barley Rise, Balfour Way and Sheriff Hutton Road.  These were welcomed and the clerk requested to respond that the Parish Council support these proposals Resolution 090118/06
