ONGOING ISSUES

(a)
Police report - The monthly police report was discussed. The Parish Council was pleased to see no cat shooting reported. The Parish Council noted there were 8 reports of Anti-Social Behaviour, of which 6 were Personal and wondered what was the difference, so the Parish Clerk would enquire.

Planters – Cllr Chapman reported that Stoneplan had quoted £60 plus VAT per tub to remove old planter, site new planter and fill with compost. It was recommended that the planters be delivered to the Stoneplan yard. This was approved Resolution 130218/02
(c)
CYC Traffic Regulation Order – this was discussed at the previous meeting, but there was some confusion about the location, which is actually Barley Rise. After some discussion the Parish Council agreed not to modify the previous resolution

Laptop and associated cost – the Parish Clerk had emailed a preferred option costing £699.99 along with Office 365, which costs £79.99 pa, which would use budgeted funds. This was approved. Resolution 130218/03

(a)
Robert Wilkinson Primary Academy- this was discussed at the previous meeting, with Cllrs Fleming and Graham volunteering. Unfortunately, this was not minuted, so the Parish Clerk would check this with them. If not Cllrs Fisher and Hails were happy to volunteer.

Community Litter Pick – No further action was agreed, whilst Cllr Chapman monitored work done on weekly visits by Community Payback.

Strensall Outreach- Cllr Fisher and the Parish Clerk would draft an article asking parishioners to “Keep Our Village Looking Nice” and giving details of the Parish Council

Strensall Carnival – the Parish Council agreed to give a grant similar the last years - £800.00 plus insurance and prizes. Resolution 130218/05
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(e)
Redmayne Square (speeding traffic) – the Parish Council felt this was a major issue, which required a definitive physical restriction, but the land was privately owned (believed to be Hoggs @ Sandburn Hall). Cllr Fisher would research this and report back.

Strensall Sports Club – the Parish Council felt advertising was inappropriate and were unable to provide a treasurer, but would put details on the website.
