(a)  Julian Sturdy Update
The Parish Clerk had written to Mr Sturdy as follows: 
“Strensall with Towthorpe Parish Council circulates your e-bulletin to all Parish Councillors and I expect that many other parishes in York Outer do the same. We try hard to maintain a non-political approach on all matters that come before our Council and we are pretty successful, despite some disparate political views. The penultimate paragraph of your current e-bulletin is a recruiting drive for Conservative activists in York Outer and this has the potential to attract adverse comment from some councillors, who might see the distribution of your e-bulletin by our Parish Council as an endorsement of and a recruiting vehicle for the Conservative Party. You might wish to consider sending an e-bulletin to Parish Councils without this particular type of message, because it would be a loss to our Parish Councillors if were we obliged to cease circulation of future e- bulletins because of an objection to a political message. 


It was agreed that if this continued, the update would not be circulated.
