CASUAL VACANCY 
Cllr Hill had resigned and City of York had been informed. The Casual Vacancy Notice had been placed on notice boards and after the required period, hopefully the Parish Council would be authorised to co-opt. To date, one expression of interest had been received.

MATTERS ARISING AND ONGOING ISSUES

(a)
Police report – Cllrs had noted a lot of police activity within the village on two occasions and the Parish Clerk was asked to request for information.

Strensall Carnival – Sue Nunn asked the Parish Council to fund wristbands for the children, rather than prizes, as the fancy dress was not going ahead. Motion Carried By Majority (1 Abstention)
(c)
Woodland Trust Trees – Most of the trees had been planted, the majority on the river bank.
(d)
Floral Displays – The hanging baskets and plants for planters were expected Fri25May18. The Parish Clerk was instructed to go ahead with order for six new planters.
(e)
General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) – Cllr Smith and the Parish Clerk gave a report on the YLCA training session. The Parish Clerk was using the audit template to ensure all paper and electronic records were compliant. 

Loan Worker Policy – This was discussed and the Parish Clerk would obtain a draft for circulation.


Parish Council Noticeboards – These are for Parish Council notices. If space allows the Parish Clerk may display non-commercial, local, voluntary, charitable event notice.


The Parish Clerk reported that Sue Nunn has a set of office keys and noticeboard keys, as she had kindly offered to assist during holidays etc.

Strensall Outreach – Cllr Fisher would draft an article for the June 2018 edition, including carnival, dog fouling/exercising, cemetery, ACVs

Strensall Library – City of York Council have granted Asset of Community status to the library, but not the associated flat, as private dwellings are not covered by this legislation.

NEW MATTERS
(a)
Arboricultural work, Old North Lock Wall, Haxby Moor Road – Cllr Chapman reported that the Parish Council was currently trying to establish ownership. Then permission would have to be obtained to access the land and funding would need to be secured.
(b)
St Wilfreds Garrison Church, Proposed application for ACV – Cllr Fisher advised that he was concerned about this church, in view of the proposed development on the MOD site. This was a large church, housing an organ, which was not consecrated. The Parish Council unanimously approved this action.

Strensall Cemetery (Burial Ground) – to review amended rules and conditions following trial period 01Nov17-01May18   



Cllr Fisher reported that he had visited the cemetery with Susan Nunn and there was a general good level of compliance. There were three options – 1. Approve conditions as trialled, 2. Approve conditions as originally before trial, 3. Extend trial. It was approved. Nem con, to approve conditions as trialled, which would be rigidly enforced and offending items would be removed and stored.
