3       MINUTES 

The minutes of the previous meeting (08May18) and the Annual Parish Council Meeting had been circulated, the Council approved these and authorised the Chairman to sign them as a correct record and endorsed the planning committee minutes of 08 and 22 May 2018 Resolution 120618/01 

4.  
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – 
Litter Bins – Cllr Doughty reported that City of York Council had purchased a bulk order of combined dog/litter bins, so broken bins should be replaced soon.
Cemetery – over the previous weekend, there had been a number of comments on the Strensall Community Facebook Page about the “untidy” state of the area. Cllrs Fisher and Nunn along with the Parish Clerk had visited on Monday and some work had been done. The Parish Clerk would contact the contractor about the works which need doing.

CASUAL VACANCY 
City of York had authorised the Parish Council would co-opt. One expression of interest was received from Mrs S Nunn. It was unanimously agreed to co-opt her onto the Parish Council. Cllr Nunn signed the acceptance of office form.
6.
MATTERS ARISING AND ONGOING ISSUES

(a)
Police report – No report had been received. Cllrs Mrs Smith had recently spoken to the local PCSO and had arranged a meeting tomorrow with him and his Sergeant. Cllr Fisher would also attend the meeting.
 (b)
Strensall Carnival – Cllr Nunn reported volunteers were needed
(c)
Woodland Trust Trees – Cllr Fisher reported that most trees were taking well, but a couple had been pulled up by children.
(d)
Floral Displays – Cllrs Fisher and Maher had fixed all the hanging baskets. The planters would be delivered very soon.
(e)
General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) – The Parish Clerk reported that the Data Protection Act 2018 received Royal Assent on 23 May and that as passed the Act exempts local councils from the obligation to appoint a data protection officer.
(f)
Strensall Outreach – Cllr Fisher would draft an article for tonight’s deadline including dog fouling and flooding. 
(g)
Neighbourhood Planning – The Parish Council unanimously agreed that Cllr Fisher should attend the City of York Executive Meeting on Thursday 14 May 2018 at 2.00 p.m., registering to speak to ensure the change of boundary to include Hopgrove junction, includes sufficient land to allow for road improvements.
(h)
Old North Lock wall, Haxby Moor Road – The Academy Board would meet on Monday 18 June 2018, when it was understood this matter would be discussed. The Parish Clerk would ensure copy letter from CYC would be forwarded to Cllr Baxter and Chambers.

(i)
St Wilfreds Garrison Church – The Parish Clerk would now draft the form, with assistance from Cllr Fisher.
(j)
Flooding issues within parish – Cllr Chapman reported that Brian Hebditch, City of York Council was planning a site meeting with the Golf Club. Cllr Chapman would request that Parish Councillors be invited to attend.
(k)
Year 2 tree report – Cllr Chapman and the Parish Clerk had interrogated the tree report and quotations. Both were satisfied that the quotes were “like for like” on Year Twos works. Canopy Care Tree Services and quoted £7250 no VAT and Lewis Tree Surgery/Landscape Contractors had quoted £5720 plus VAT. The Lewis quote was accepted, 7 votes in favour, 2 abstentions.
(l)
City of York Joint Standards Board – Cllr Fisher read out the nomination paper, which included four names, of which the Parish Council could vote for up to two. It was unanimously agreed to vote for one only, Cllr Chris Chambers of Strensall with Towthorpe Parish Council.
(m)
Community Emergency Planning – The Parish Clerk was currently trying to arranged another meeting with Cllrs Chamber, Fisher and Rueben Mcgarry of City of Yorkshire Council.
(n)
Defibrillators – The Parish Council would try and raise sufficient funds for two. Cllr Doughty would investigate Ward Funding and the Parish Clerk would investigate lottery funding via Community Heartbeat Trust.

COMMITTEES
(a)
Planning – Cllr Chapman gave a summary of meetings since the last Parish Council meeting.
(b)
Finance – Cllr Chapman gave a summary of the meeting on 22May18, which covered the year ending 31March 18 and the internal audit report.

(c)
Playground – The Parish Clerk would arrange a meeting soon, to discuss matters including inspections and ROSPA. Cllr Graham was unanimously co-opted to fill the vacancy.

Cllr Fisher was still trying to obtain an update from Cllr Fleming, so in the absence of a response, would speak to North Yorkshire Police about providing signage. 

(d)
Cemetery – Cllr Fisher and Nunn along with the Parish Clerk had visited the area on Monday and noted those graves that were no compliant. These would be monitored.

(e)
Tree, Allotments and Open Spaces - Cllrs Chapman and Graham will meet to deal with ivy and Cllr Fisher reported that Duncan Hill had kindly completed some of this work already. Cllr Nunn asked for a rent review to be included on the next agenda, as this was last done about five years ago. Cllr Chapman had obtained a tree policy from City of York Council, which was a good template for a parish council policy. The Parish Council would circulate this for discussion at the next meeting.
8.
NEW MATTERS
(a)
Strensall Library – An application had been received for £648.00 for beanbags, table and chair. It was proposed and seconded that the council award half the grant. It was then proposed and seconded that the council pay the full grant. The proposal to pay half the grant was put to the vote and agreed by 6 votes to 4 votes. Cllr Fisher recorded his vote against this decision. The second vote was not put to the council on the grounds that the first vote was carried.
(b)
Cycling on pavements – A Parish Councillor had witnessed a child cycling on the footpath, falling off and the cycle hitting the car. The Cllr left a note on the car, with the information he knew. Cllr Fisher was asked to include something in the Outreach about dangerous/inconsiderate cycling in general.
(c)
City of York Council, Consultation Haxby to Strensall Danger Reduction Scheme – Cllrs objected strongly to this sign post pollution on a country lane within open countryside, when all recent accidents could be blamed on ice. Cllr Fisher would draft a letter.
(d)
Robert Wilkinson 300 Celebrations – The Parish Council agreed to the siting of advertising boards on playing field, subject to no damage left afterwards.
(e)
European Under 19 Rugby League Championship Participant Grant Request – The Parish Clerk had advised that a grant could not be given to an individual. Cllr Fisher suggested they try to Wilkinson Trust so, so the Parish Clerk would give this advice.
(f)
CCTV at Village hall – Cllr Mrs Smith reported that two cameras had recently been  damaged, but were now repaired. The Village Hall would like to fix protection cages over them at a cost of around £200.00 and asked the Parish Council to fund half the cost. This was unanimously agreed.
(g)
Fracking, to consider government changes to legislation (permitted Development Rights) – The Parish Council were very concerned about this and it was agreed that Cllr Fisher would draft a letter to the Secretary of State, copying  in the M.P.s and Ward Cllrs.
