MATTERS ARISING AND ONGOING ISSUES 

(a)
Police report – The September 2018 report was received and it showed a significant increase in crime in the parish. Cllr Fisher would draft a letter to the North Yorkshire Police and Crime Commissioner expressing concern about this. Cllr Mrs Nunn and Cllr Mrs Smith had attended the meeting with Sgt. Lee Pointon last month and reported youths drinking alcohol in the play areas.

Floral Displays – Cllr Maher would test the Christmas lights and speak to local businesses to check if they required a Christmas tree as previous years.

Strensall Outreach – Cllr Mrs Nunn would draft/circulate an article for the next edition, on behalf of the Parish Council.

Asset of Community Value applications – At the CYC Leader Decision Session on Mon17Sep18 approval was given to adding the St Wilfreds Garrison Church to the list of ACVs. The Defence Infrastructure Organisation now have an eight week period to seek a review of the decision. Cllr Fisher and the Parish Clerk are currently working on the application for Hurst Hall.

Flooding issues within parish – Foss Flood Prevention Scheme – Cllrs found the previous meeting presentation was of interest, but felt it raised more questions than answers. It was noted that this matter had received a great deal of press coverage. Cllr Fisher was raised concerns about the preservation of fish stock and queried if an off-line system could prevent this. Cllr Mattison raised concerns about the authority been unaware of potential blockages until flooding had occurred. Cllr Fisher would draft a letter to the Environment Agency.

Defibrillators – Cllr Mrs Smith reported that the garage/post office were happy to have a defib sited there, so would obtain quotes from Community Heartbeat Trust.

Playground – The Parish Clerk reported that the ROSPA inspections had been done on 18Sep18. There were no high-risk issues, but there were two medium risk issues, at each playground, so the play area committee would meet to discuss these. The “Regular Inspection Checklists” had been requested. Park Lane Services have been asked to stop the monthly checks. Cllrs Chapman and Mrs Graham were thanked for fixing the goal net.

Tree, Allotments and Open Spaces – 

The Parish Council had received a letter from a resident from about the boundary hedge. Cllrs Chambers and Fisher had visited the site and can see a row of Hawthorn trees, which are formed a hedge between the properties. Parish Council policy is not to prune for reasons other than safety. The Parish Clerk was asked to write to the resident and advise that if he wished to reduce the height, to no less than 2m, the Parish Council has no objection to you employing a qualified contractor, but please ensure all arisings are removed from site.

NEW MATTERS

A64 Proposed works – The Parish Council discussed details presented to meeting on Mon24Sep18. The Parish Council felt it was a good presentation, but the scheme was up against many countrywide.

Noticeboard @ Library – The Parish Clerk had obtained a number of quotes and a similar board would cost about £100.00 plus VAT. The Parish Council agreed that spending a little more expenditure would result in a better board. It was unanimously agreed to go ahead with a purchase.

Fracking - The Parish Council noted the content of the email from Frack Free Malton & Norton and had already responded to the consultation saying NO to shale gas developments being given Permitted Development rights. The Parish Council agreed they would fight fracking in this area.

9.       CORRESPONDENCE

Cllr Fisher had spoken to the owner of Redmayne Lodge about an email he sent about the historic proposals for a rail link with Strensall.
*
The Parish Council were exchanging emails with a resident from Oak Tree Close about a tree adjacent to the property. The Parish Council were concerned that the resident had removed their hedge and appeared to have dumped the arisings on Parish Council land. In addition, it seemed that the line of the new fence, had been moved away from the line of the original hedge, which would result in trees been moved outside the curtilage of the property. The Parish Council would contact both Dan Calvert and Harvey Lowson at CYC, who currently disagreed regarding ownership, asking them to give one collect opinion, so the Parish Council could proceed as appropriate. The Parish Clerk would contact the tree surgeon who complete the three-year tree assessment to ask for his advice on the tree itself. It was agreed that the Parish Clerk would write to the resident advising that the Parish Council were still trying to establish the ownership of the tree, but in the meantime had asked the tree surgeon to survey and give advice on the tree. The Parish Council would ask him to remove the arisings from Parish Council property and move the fence to the original line of the hedge
