3       MINUTES 

The minutes of the previous meeting (10July18), the Council approved these and authorised the Chairman to sign them as a correct record and endorsed the planning committee minutes of 12 and 26 June 2018 Resolution 140818/01

MATTERS ARISING AND ONGOING ISSUES

(a)
Police report – The July 2018 report was received and it was much more thorough and very welcome. Sgt Pointon had written about a rota for NYP to attend Parish Council meetings. It was agreed that when in attendance, they would speak early on the agenda, so they could leave the meeting without too much delay. Sgt Pointon had also invited Cllrs to a meeting is September 2018 to discuss the relationship between NYP and the Parish Council and Cllrs were asked to inform the Parish Clerk if they wished to attend. It was unanimously agreed to investigate and Action Fraud Day.
 (b)
Floral Displays – some Cllrs felt the new planters were smaller than anticipated and would wish to have a rethink before ordering more. A couple had been turned over, by persons unknown, but it had highlighted that Stoneplan appeared to have filled with some old compost, rather than all new as requested. Cllr Chapman had calculated an amount to be credited for cost of new compost to correct this. Cllr Maher would remove the hanging baskets from the library and the garage, as these had been allowed to die, 
(c)
General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR) – The Parish Council unanimously agreed to adopt the Privacy Polices as per the YLCA templates circulated.
(d)
Strensall Outreach – Cllr Nunn had drafted/circulated an article for the next edition, which was approved by the Parish Council. The Parish Council thanked Cllr Nunn for this work. It was unanimously agreed that a separate enclosure rather than part of the main newsletter.

Neighbourhood Planning – Cllr Mrs Hails gave a brief summary from the last minutes. Cllr Fisher reported that it was hoped to complete the work by January 2019, so it would be subject to the original NPPF, as afterwards the new NPPF would be used.

Old North Lock wall, Haxby Moor Road – Cllr Fisher had reviewed the lock and it appears the damage is very severe and would cost a lot of money to repair. It was unanimously agreed that the Parish Council would take no further action on this matter.
(g)
St Wilfreds Garrison Church – CYC had queried if the church was owned by the Diocese, which would have meant an ACV could not have been applied for. Rev. Harrison had confirm that the MOD DIO owned the church, so the application would proceed.

Flooding issues within parish – Cllr Fisher reported that the Willow Tree was still in the Foss, as no-one would claim ownership to remove it. The FIDB were not concerned as the main flow was not affected.

Community Emergency Planning – Cllrs Chambers was thanked for his work on this. A desk top exercise, along with CYC, would be conducted in October 2018.

Defibrillators – Cllr Doughty confirm that the Ward Funding grant could be used to purchase one defib. The Parish Council would fundraise for a second. The Parish Clerk was currently sending out the “Begging Letter” to local businesses.

Planning – Cllr Chapman gave a summary of meetings since the last Parish Council meeting and the Parish Clerk had circulated the minutes.

Finance – The Parish Clerk had circulated the minutes of the meeting on Tue22May18 and the next meeting would be on Tue28Aug18.

Playground – The Parish Clerk had circulated the minutes of the meeting on Wed11Jul18.

Inspection Rota Review – The rota had been circulates, which Cllr Nunn had updated and the Parish Clerk would recirculate.

Membership Recruitment – Cllr Nunn agreed to join this committee

Ball Games Now Prohibited Signage – Cllr Fisher reported that the PSPO had not been applied for, specifically for this site, as indicated previously by Cllr Fleming. It was unanimously agreed to purchase two new signs, one for the rear of the basket swing and one for the gated area near the new trail.

Cemetery – The Parish Clerk had circulated the minutes of the meeting on Wed01Aug18.

Tree, Allotments and Open Spaces – The Parish Clerk had circulated the minutes of the meeting on Mon02Jul18.

(i) Rent Review – Cllr Fisher had repaired a report on the finances and the possible implications of a rent increase. It was unanimously agreed to leave the rents unchanged, but review annually.

(ii) Hedges overhanging rights of way/highways – Cllr Fisher reported that there were a number of areas of concern – West End, Northfields, Moorland Garth, York Road, Church Lane, Knapton Close. It was unanimously agreed to draft a standard letter, based on the advice in the email from Dan Calvert, CYC, which could be sent to residents. There was a large tree at a property in Oak Tree Close and the owner had contacted the Parish Council requesting it was cut back. The Parish Council had received conflicting advice, to it was unanimously agreed that no action would be taken, until this was clarified, but the already scheduled inspection of the tree will be carried out as soon as possible to establish whether the tree poses any danger.

City of York Standards Committee – Cllr Chambers reported that his first meeting was expected to be in September 2018. It was agreed that this item could be removed from the agenda

City of York Council, Forgotten Corner Fund – The Parish Clerk had circulated details and Cllrs were urged to contact her if they thought of any areas.

Environment Agency, York Flood Alleviation Scheme: Potential Flood Storage Area – The Parish Clerk was asked to invite him to a future meeting.

Water Extraction Licences  - It was agreed by majority (Cllr Baxter voted against) to write to the relevant government department about the possibility of revoking the open-ended licences in favour of licences which should be reviewed periodically and which should contain a mandatory requirement to stop extraction at times of low flow if instructed to by the Environment Agency.

Shale Gas Extraction – Government Consultations) – The Parish Clerk would circulate an email from YLCA and Cllrs were urged to view the information

(e)
Standing Orders 2018 – Cllrs unanimously agreed to adopt the latest version as per the template received from YLCA, which had been circulated

Cllrs noted receiving the CPRE Newsletter and were happy for this to continue

Cllrs had been invited to a Strensall Conservation Group Meeting on  Wed12Sep18 and would advise the Parish Clerk if they wished to attend.

Cllr Doughty reported that he was aware of the recent damage to the bus terminus on Brecks Estate and was working with CYC Enforcement to seek a permanent solution.
