MATTERS ARISING AND ONGOING ISSUES -

Police report – The December 2018 report was excellent and detailed. A PCSO attended the meeting and Cllrs shared local knowledge with them. Cllr Chapman had reported the play area damage (incident number 12190003870) Parish Councillors discussed the possibility of a “Street Angels” scheme.

Casual Vacancy – The Parish Clerk reported that still no expression of interest had been received.

VAS Sign – The Parish Council are still awaiting response, so the Parish Clerk would chase this up.

War Memorial – Burrows Davis had responded – “ThermaTec is a low pressure steam cleaner which produces steam at 130 degrees C. The steam softens lichen and moss and also kills the growth due to local heat. It is very effective in removing dirt and growth from Portland stone without damage to the surface, preferable to cold water jetting which needs far greater pressure and can erode the surface. If the council would like to inspect the war memorial in Bishopthorpe we cleaned this with ThermaTec in October. I can give you a contact at the parish council. Further information can be found from Restorative Techniques in Gloucestershire who make the machines. The machine needs a generator to power the water pump and the heater, which uses diesel as fuel, in 25 litre Jerrycans so bunding and filling are not an issue. We would bring a bowser for water”. The Parish Council accepted this and asked the Parish Clerk to apply for a grant from the War Memorial Trust.
