3.       MINUTES -

CITY OF YORK WARD COUNCILLORS
The CYC Local Plan re-consultation has now commenced, due to changes with Strensall Barracks. The Parish Council noted that the green belt boundary had changed, so it needed to look carefully at the documents to establish the implications for Strensall.
